Eligible applicants:
a) legal bodies, in particular non-governmental organizations whose professional orientation is in accordance with the objectives of the Foundation, municipalities and local authorities, scientific, research and professional bodies whose supported activity is consistent with the above objectives
b) small business entities and traders who, by their activities, can/could contribute to the achievement of the objectives of the Foundation or its program and project activities,
c) at the discretion and needs or in special cases, physical bodies and individuals.
Eligible areas of project solution: The whole territory of the Carpathian Mountains with the preference of Biosphere Reserve projects under the UNESCO Man and Biosphere Program and in particular for projects under the International Biosphere Reserve Eastern Carpathian, even in the case of a project with a cooperation beyond Slovakia, Poland or Ukraine as cross-border project between them.

Conditions for obtaining financial support under the Small Grants Program:

1. Delivering the project proposal prepared on the prescribed project form within the specified time to the address stated in the Invitation, including the required annexes in one copy.

2. Compliance with the project objectives of the Appeal.
1. Compliance with the specified time and financial limit specified in the Invitation.

2. To present the ability to meet the applicant's project objectives, f.e. with a brief description of at least two successfully completed activities or projects in recent years; CVs of the team members, etc.
3. Co-financing of the project min. 10% is also accepted in the form of own work accompanied by relevant documents.
Other organizational issues:
1. Financial support shall be provided under a Grant Agreement, the applicant must undertake to meet all the requirements and conditions set out in this contract.
2. Financial support from the Foundation will be in two stages:

(1.) 75% of the agreed aid after signing
(2.) 25% till 30 days from the delivering of the Final report on the project.
3. Submission of the Final report after the completion of the project (its scope will be stipulated in the grant agreement) within 10 days of completion of the project, but no later than 31th of November 2020.
4. The Foundation reserves the right to carry out a control over its course during the project.
5. In the case that the Final report is not delivered without due cause, the project will be regarded as unfulfilled, other organizational matters will be set in the Agreement.
